1. Chair

THAT the scheme of arrangement (Scheme) for the amalgamation of The Global Multi
Asset Fund (Merging Fund) with the 7IM Select Moderately Adventurous Fund
(Receiving Fund) set out in Annexure 1 to a document dated 30 October 2024 and
addressed by Thesis Unit Trust Management Limited (TUTMAN) to Shareholders in the
Merging Fund is hereby approved and that TUTMAN and NatWest Trustee and
Depositary Services Limited (Current Depositary), are hereby instructed to implement
the Scheme.



3.2 The Resolution was voted upon and the Chair declared that the Resolution had been
duly passed on a poll by the requisite majority as an extraordinary resolution.
