The Sub-Fund will usually invest predominantly (i.e. at least 80% combined) in global equities and bonds, save that the Sub-Fund may hold less than 80% in such 
investments temporarily in times of extreme market volatility. Exposure may be achieved either directly, or indirectly, through investment in permitted collective 
investment vehicles including those which may be managed by the ACD (and either exposure method may be used on an ongoing basis).
